JANUARY 19, 2021 
 


Call to Order:  President Jim Childs called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM. The 
meeting was conducted using Zoom. 
 
Present:  Jo Barbera, Jo Butcher, Jim Childs, Mary Cronin, Jessie Duffy, Lorelli Embry, 
Robert Farley, Olga Moretti, Sheri Morton, Paige Peter, Nancy Stone, Patricia Vick 
 
Absent: Laurita Domasin, Yolanda Giallo, Sofia MacIsaac, Michael Miranda, Austin 
Mircheff,  
 
Minutes: A motion to approve the minutes of the November 17 Board meeting was 
made by Patricia Vick. Mary Cronin seconded the motion, which was accepted 
unanimously.  
 
President’s Report: Jim congratulated everyone on the successful completion of 2020, 
including production of two virtual events, excellent membership dues renewals, 
installation of a new website management team, publication of the updated roster, and 
the establishment of the Roman Borek Scholarship Fund.  
 
 
OFFICER’S REPORTS: (Officer) 
 
Treasurer’s Report: (Olga Moretti) Olga reported that on December 31 we had 
$87,077.74 in our bank accounts. The UBS portfolio is doing well. Our financial advisor 
Kathleen Burns has moved to Morgan Stanley Wealth Management and would like to 
take our portfolio with her. Olga made a motion to allow Kathleen to take the portfolio, 
and the motion was second by Patricia Vick. The motion passed unanimously. In the 
Roman Borek Scholarship Fund we have $8650 in donations as of today. Three new 
members were also admitted bringing in $600 in new dues.  
 
1st Vice-President- Performing Arts Programs: (Mary Cronin):  


 
February 1, 2021: Vijay Venkatesh, 2014 winner of the FACOP piano 
competition, is now a professional pianist. Vijay and Eva Schaumkell perform 
professionally as the Vieness Piano Duo and they will present a recorded 
performance at the February dinner event. Both Vijay and Eva also serve as 
adjudicating judges in piano competitions. Each artist will receive a $575 
honorarium. Mary suggested that both Vijay and Eva be considered as honorary 
members of the FACOP. Jo Barbera moved to accept Jim Childs’ offer to reach 
out to the after the February event. Olga Moretti seconded the motion.  
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2nd Vice-President- Visual Arts Exhibits: (Jo Butcher) Jo collaborated with the Pasadena 
Society of Artists to arrange for exhibition of works by Ruth Lindsay an artist who first 
came to public attention at the late end of the Impressionist Period, moved through the 
art deco period, and exhibited in the plein air style before it took hold in California. 15 
pieces of art from Lindsay family collection, never previously seen, will be shown.  
 
3rd Vice-President- Membership (Jo Barbera): Jo Barbara has received applications for 
membership from Mary Steinberg (sponsored by Sylvia Watson) and Carol Ann Burton 
and Alistair John Hunter Burton (sponsored by Nancy Stone). Jo summarized the 
backgrounds of each applicant. Robert Farley moved to accept the applications, Lorelli 
Embry seconded the motion, which passed by unanimous vote.   
 
4th Vice-President- Arrangements: (Nancy Stone) Caltech is still closed and so there is 
nothing to report. 
 
Corresponding Secretary (Sheri Morton): Paul Greene, the husband of Marion Greene, 
recently passed away from covid-19. A sympathy card will be sent to Marion. 
 
Recording Secretary: (Robert Farley): Draft minutes of the tonight’s virtual Board of 
Directors meeting will be sent to Jim Childs for forwarding to Directors and Committee 
Chairs for review. Please send corrections to Robert. 
 
 
COMMITTEE REPORTS: (Chair) 
 
Arrangements: (Nancy Stone) See Officer’s Reports above. 
 
Attendance/Reservations: (Sofia MacIsaac) No report was given. 
 
Bulletin: (Jessie Duffy) Jessie will send the Bulletin for the February virtual dinner 
meeting to the members tomorrow. The Bulletin will contain all the information needed 
to log into the virtual February event and to see the performances.  
 
Finance: (Laurita Domasin) No report was given. 
 
Historian: (Sheri Morton) See Corresponding Secretary report above.  
 
Hospitality: (Yolanda Giallo) No report was given. 
 
Membership: (Jo Barbera) See Officer’s Reports 
 
Nominating: (Robert Farley) The slate of Officers and Directors was sent to Board 
members in advance of tonight’s meeting. In addition to those listed, the slate includes 
the current Directors at Large: Lorelli Embry, Yolanda Giallo, Sofia Mac Isaac, Austin 
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Mircheff, and Patricia Vick. Robert asked the Board to consider requesting that Yolanda 
and Sofia relinquish their positions as Directors at Large because they do not use the 
internet (Zoom) and cannot participate in Board meetings at this time. Their 
membership as Directors at Large affects the quorum needed to conduct business. The 
Board agreed that this would be a reasonable request to make and noted that Sofia and 
Yolanda could be invited to join the Board as Directors at Large again after in person 
meetings had been restored. Lorelli Embry mentioned that the Bylaws require a 
minimum of 13 Directors, nine of whom are Officers, and so with the withdrawal of 
Yolanda and Sofia we need to appoint one new Director at Large. After brief discussion 
the Board recommended that Michael Miranda be asked about this, and Robert said 
that he would contact Michael. A motion to accept the Nominating Committee slate was 
made by Patricia Vick and was seconded by Lorelli Embry. Robert is to send the 
complete Nominating Committee slate of Directors to Jessie Duffy for inclusion in the 
February dinner Program because the membership needs to vote to accept or reject the 
slate at the February meeting. 
 
Parliamentarian & Bylaws: (Lorelli Embry) No report was given.  
 
Performing Arts Award: (Michael Miranda) Michael sent email describing the timeline for 
the Performing Arts Award competition: February 10 - applications due; February 10-14 
- pre-screening process; February 15 - all applicants notified of results; February 22 – 
finalists’ submissions due; February 26 - winner(s) announced. Michael has engaged 
the services of a pre-screener/adjudicator (prof. emeritus of guitar APU) and will be 
searching for 2 additional adjudicators for the finalists round over the next couple of 
weeks. 
 
Photography/Public Relations: No report was given. 
 
Printed Dinner Programs: (Jessie Duffy) Programs for the February event will be sent 
electronically on the day of the event.  
 
Roster: (Lorelli Embry) Lorelli said that there are a few changes to the Roster: Sheri 
Morton has a new email address (sherimorton49@gmail.com); delete Marilyn Lindquist, 
Paul Greene, Shirley Marneus (Honorary). Reminder: Since rosters will only be printed 
every two years Board members should make these corrections on their current Roster. 
 
Visual Arts Award: (Paige Peter) Five applications have been received so far plus five 
new inquiries. Paige is encouraging photography submissions. The number of 
submissions is lower this year than last year but the quality is high. 
 
Website/Facebook/Social Media: Robert Farley and Jessie Duffy summarized the new 
website coordination team that includes Alan Hood (webmaster) and Jeanne McCafferty 
(FACOP consultant). Alan and Jeanne have worked together before and have 
transformed the appearance of the website and the mechanism whereby the FACOP 
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moves content to the website. The February dinner event will be the first event that will 
be done completely by the new team. 
 
 
OLD BUSINESS 
 
Nancy Stone thanked the committee members for their work on the Roman Borek 
Scholarship Fund. With matching funds from the Evelyn English Endowment the Fund 
has approximately $17,000. The fundraising goal is $25,000, and a letter will be sent 
within the next week or two to all FACOP members and other community leaders to 
solicit donations. Nancy will also contact members of Roman’s family about donations. 
Mary Cronin asked whether Nancy had received information from her about Lori Unger, 
CEO of the Pasadena Symphony. Nancy said that she will follow up on this, and also on 
Mary’s suggestion to contact All Saints’ Church, and the Tournament of Roses 
organization.

Minutes: A motion to approve the minutes of the January 19 Board meeting was made 
by Patricia Vick. Nancy Stone seconded the motion, which was accepted unanimously.  
 
President’s Report: Jim Childs suggested that there is a real possibility that we will be 
back at the Athenaeum before the end of the year. There is no official word from 
Caltech but the vaccination program seems to be going well. Jim also commented on 
the ease of using the website and congratulated the Board members who made this 
possible. He suggested that we could also use the website as a recruiting tool. The fund 
for the Roman Borek scholarship is also going well (see Old Business).

McCafferty in May for the June 7 program. 


• Olga Moretti will issue $300 checks each to Nick Godoy and Clivia Ngan.  I sent 
their address to Olga and will take care of the mailing costs. 


 
A discussion about the timing of issuance of checks to the Award recipients occurred 
and it was determined that the checks will be sent to the Chair of the Awards Committee 
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who will give the checks to the performers after all of the necessary forms and 
documents needed from them have been received. 
 
2nd Vice-President- Visual Arts Exhibits: (Jo Butcher) Jo Butcher was unable to attend 
the meeting and no report was given.  
 
3rd Vice-President- Membership (Jo Barbera):  No new membership applications have 
been received this month.  
 
4th Vice-President- Arrangements: (Nancy Stone) Caltech is still closed and so there is 
nothing to report about dinner meetings. Her feeling is that nothing will be open before 
October, and Jim Childs agreed that we should not think about holding a June event at 
the Athenaeum. Jim also asked Nancy to reserve dates at the Pasadena Conservatory 
of Music for Board meetings in FY22.

Nominating: (Robert Farley) No dissenting votes were received from the membership 
for the slate of Officers and Directors that was sent to members with the Bulletin for the 
February event. Yolanda Giallo and Sofia MacIsaac have voluntarily stepped down from 
their positions as Directors at Large because they do not use the internet (Zoom) and 
cannot participate in Board meetings at this time. Their membership as Directors at 
Large affects the quorum needed to conduct business. Because the Bylaws require a 
minimum of 13 Directors, nine of whom are Officers, with the withdrawal of Yolanda and 
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Sofia one new Director at Large was needed. Michael Miranda accepted the invitation 
from the Nominating Committee.  
 
Stan Jones will take the position of Chair of the Performing Arts Awards Committee for 
FY22. In order to facilitate his ability to carry out the responsibilities of the position a 
meeting will be arranged, either using Zoom or in person, between Stan, Jessie Duffy, 
Patricia Vick, and Michael Miranda. These Board members have held this position 
within the past few years, and they will attempt to put together a workbook or guidebook 
for Stan to use, since the nature of the competition and application process have 
changed significantly over the past few years.   
 
Parliamentarian & Bylaws: (Lorelli Embry) No report was given.  
 
Performing Arts Award: (Michael Miranda) Michael sent more that 40 announcements 
about the competition to schools in and around LA but he received only two 
applications, one from a doctoral student USC and one from an undergraduate at 
Pepperdine. Both of the students are excellent guitarists who have won several national 
awards and they will share the award this year. Both students will prepare a 20 minute 
video that will showcase their talent for the April Awards event that will be highlighted on 
the FACOP website. 
 
Photography/Public Relations: No report was given. 
 
Printed Dinner Programs: (Jessie Duffy) A Program reminder for the April event will be 
sent electronically on the Thursday before the event on April 5 since the Sunday is 
Easter Sunday.  
 
Roster: (Lorelli Embry) Yolanda Giallo’s telephone number is listed incorrectly in the 
Roster. The correct number is 626-817-9717, and the URL of the website is listed 
incorrectly.  
 
Visual Arts Award: (Paige Peter) Jim Childs summarized the report from Paige Peter 
who has two students who will share the Award. One student is from USC and one 
student is from Cal State Northridge. One student has submitted a video with her work 
but the video from the second student is not yet finished.  
 
Website/Facebook/Social Media: Jessie Duffy commented that everyone who has used 
the website has enjoyed the experience. Alan Hood (webmaster) and Jeanne 
McCafferty (paid consultant) have been engaged to handle all of the behind the scenes 
work and have been very easy to work with. Patricia Vick has not interacted with them 
directly but has been included in correspondence about the website and she is also 
pleased with the interactions among people. Jim Childs discussed the need to renew 
the contract with Alan Hood and Jeanne McCafferty and recommended that we offer 
him a retainer at a monthly rate of $200. Robert Farley made a motion to accept this 
recommendation and Patricia Vick seconded the motion, which was passed 
unanimously.

President’s Report: Jim Childs mentioned that we supported 18 artists during the past 
pandemic year and he is so grateful for the work that Board members did to make the 
year as successful as it was. He is particularly thankful for the effort that went into 
redoing the FACOP website. The next challenge is to continue with the past record of 
maintaining the membership level with membership renewals and recruitment of new 
members. Although we cannot control the stock market our investments have done well 
so far in 2021. Jim again thanked all of the Board members for all of their work that 
made the past year so successful. 
 
 
OFFICER’S REPORTS: (Officer) 
 
Treasurer’s Report: (Olga Moretti) UBS account did not change much this month and 
Olga provided a breakdown of the current balance in each account:  


Money market. $36968.09 
Operating account. $59,3985.00 including the funds for the Roman Borek 
                  scholarship fund (see Old Business below). 


 
Our investment accounts were moved from UBS to Morgan Stanley with the consultant 
Kathleen Burns who changed her affiliation. The amount transferred to Morgan Stanley 
was $440,904.54, but this balance will be reduced by the end of the month as a result of 
the Awards distribution. 
 
1st Vice-President- Performing Arts Programs: (Mary Cronin):  


• Fine Arts Club Performing Arts season finale will feature Jonah Sirota (viola) and 
Regina Brady (oboist). Both artists are also involved in chamber music.  


• Written bios of both musicians have been sent to Jessie Duffy and Jeanne 
McCafferty for inclusion in the June 7 program. 


• Olga Moretti will issue $300 checks to both Jonah and Regina.  
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• Mary is compiling a list of adjudicators from various colleges, universities, and 
conservatories, and she will indicate different music disciplines for the annual 
April FAC competition in April.       


• Mary Cronin asked whether a brass program might be held in Roman Borek’s 
honor as the initial Roman Borek Scholarship program since Roman himself 
played the trumpet. Mary also recommended that a harpist be asked to perform 
at one of our dinner meetings. 


 
Mary also recommended that the FACOP consider recruiting artists who perform for us 
as members of the Club. The Board members were enthusiastic about this and Jo 
Barbera asked Mary to forward some contact material for her to use to follow up. 
 
2nd Vice-President- Visual Arts Exhibits: (Jo Butcher) Jo Butcher is recovering from her 
surgery and so Jessie Duffy gave the report. The artist for the June event is Jim 
Marshall. Jim is a metal sculptor and he has had several large pieces on display at both 
Huntington Gardens and the LA County Arboretum. Images of several of his pieces will 
be shown at the June FACOP event. 
 
Jessie reported that we will need to look for someone to take over Jo Butcher’s 
responsibilities next year. Victor Picou was suggested as someone who could do this 
but whether he can or will take over the responsibilities is not known at this time. Jo said 
that she will continue to do what she can until the end of the year. 
 
3rd Vice-President- Membership (Jo Barbera):  No new membership applications have 
been received this month. Jo also gave her support to the suggestion of recruiting 
FACOP performers and exhibitors as members. She also suggested offering 
complimentary membership for the first year to make the invitation more attractive. 
 
4th Vice-President- Arrangements: (Nancy Stone) Nancy Stone was unable to attend the 
meeting but Jim Childs spoke with her and reported that Nancy has contacted Stephen 
McCurry about Board meetings at the PCM in the Fall. She has also been in contact 
with Esther Kim at the Athenaeum about dinner meetings. Although no contracts have 
been signed yet for either of these venues, Jim is optimistic that we will be meeting in 
person in the Fall. 
 
Corresponding Secretary (Sheri Morton): Sheri was unable to attend the meeting and 
no report was given. 
 
Recording Secretary: (Robert Farley): Corrections offered by Board members tonight 
were made to the draft minutes of the March Board meeting. Draft minutes of the 
tonight’s virtual Board of Directors meeting will be sent to Jim Childs for forwarding to 
Directors and Committee Chairs for review.

Roster: (Lorelli Embry) Lorelli suggested that since we voted to no longer print the roster 
every year, we might send out an update sheet to members to tell them about the 
changes that occurred during the year, as well as to remind them to retain their current 
roster for one more year.

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Website/Facebook/Social Media: Jessie Duffy thanked Darwin Carson for working so 
hard to have the website available for the first virtual dinner meeting in September and 
for putting us on the path that led to our hiring Alan Hood and Jeanne McCafferty to 
revise and operate the website. Jessie also mentioned that Jeanne has offered to write 
some correspondence for us that could be used as PR with newspapers and other 
outlets to publicize how the FACOP survived the pandemic year, and to advertise our 
organization and its events. The Board told Jessie to feel free to give Jeanne the go-
ahead to do this.  
 
 
OLD BUSINESS 
 
Olga Moretti reported at the March Board meeting that we had received $11,170 in 
donations to the Roman Borek Scholarship fund. Since that time Roman’s extended 
family and other friends have sent additional contributions and the current balance in 
the fund is $17,220. In addition to the donations Olga has received letters of support 
and other comments about how important Roman was to several people. Jim Childs 
again mentioned that the current plan is to hold the performance by the first holder of 
the Roman Borek Scholarship at the February dinner meeting.

No new business was introduced.

Responsibilities of Standing Committees 
 
Arrangements Committee: The Arrangements Committee interacts with the staff of the Caltech 
Athenaeum in the weeks preceding every dinner meeting to come up with those wonderful 
dinner menus that we all enjoy, to plan the table linen colors and arrangements, and to assure 
that the Visual Arts exhibits and the Performing Arts performances have the appropriate 
equipment and room set ups necessary for their work. The committee members monitor the flow 
of the dinner service and program at dinner meetings. 
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Bulletin: How many of our members are reminded of their membership in the FACOP when the 
Bulletin for each dinner meeting arrives by email or in the USPS mail? Those Bulletins do not just 
materialize from nothing but are the result of the efforts of the Bulletin Committee. This 
Committee receives information about the dinner meetings from different participating 
committee chairs, puts this information into the computer, prints the Bulletin, and mails it with 
sufficient time for those who will attend the dinner to send their payment to the Chair of the 
Attendance and Reservations Committee. 
 
Finance Committee: The Finance Committee consists of the President, the Treasurer, and a 
Finance Committee Chair. The Finance Committee proposes an operating budget for the FACOP 
in the Spring of each year that is reviewed and amended as needed by the Board of Directors. 
The final and approved budget guides the ability of the FACOP to conduct its business and 
activities in the following fiscal year.  
 
Historian: The historian maintains and updates the archives and historical records of the FACOP.  
 
Hospitality Committee and the Attendance and Reservations Committee: There are separate 
Chairs for the Hospitality Committee and the Attendance and Reservations Committee although 
these two committees work very closely together. These committee members make our dinner 
meetings so enjoyable by welcoming us with warm smiles every time we enter the Athenaeum, 
by preparing our name tags, and by arranging the table seating for each event. Hospitality 
Committee members also circulate among members and guests during the reception prior to 
dinner to welcome new members and guests who are identified by colored gems on their name 
tags. 
 
Membership Committee: The Chair of the Membership Committee works to recruit new 
members to the FACOP and to devise recruitment strategies in order to increase our membership 
base.  Applications for membership are reviewed by the Board of Directors and if approved by 
the Board, new members are introduced to the FACOP members by the Membership Committee 
Chair at the next dinner meeting. 
 
Nominating Committee: The Nominating Committee is responsible for identifying and recruiting 
members of the FACOP to serve as Officers, Directors, and Chairs of Standing Committees for 
each fiscal year (July 1 through June 30).   
 
Performing Arts Awards Committee and Visual Arts Awards Committee: These committees 
select genres for each award competition and conduct the competitions that determine the 
annual Award winners. They also coordinate the winners’ participation at the annual Awards 
dinner that is usually held in April. 
 
Roster: The committee that is responsible for the Roster works with the Membership Chair and 
the Treasurer to compile and publish an accurate membership list for the Fine Arts Club of 
Pasadena each year. This committee also keeps membership records up to date. 
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Website and Social Media Committee: Social media is one of the most effective ways to reach 
and recruit new members who will actively participate in the FACOP for many years to come. The 
FACOP recently hired a professional webmaster to maintain the website 
(www.fineartsclubofpasadena.org) and so the responsibilities of this committee have changed. 
The primary responsibility of the committee at this time is to receive content from different 
FACOP committees that post to the website and to forward the content to the webmaster. The 
committee works with the webmaster to review and edit the content.  The Website and Social 
Media committee works closely with the Photography and Public Relations Committee to 
coordinate the activities of both committees.

Call to Order:  President Jim Childs called the meeting to order at 7:02 PM. The 
meeting was conducted using Zoom.

Minutes: A motion to approve the minutes of the May 18 Board meeting was made by 
Austin Mircheff. Lorelli Embry seconded the motion, which was accepted unanimously.  
 
President’s Report: Jim Childs thanked Board members for a very successful FY 21. 
The financial record indicates that we did very well. Jim also thanked everyone who 
contributed to the Roman Borek Memorial Fund. Nancy Stone will report on this fund 
later tonight. Jim thanked the Board as well for making the difficult decision to hold the 
October dinner event as a virtual event.  
 
 
OFFICER’S REPORTS: (Officer) 
 
Treasurer’s Report: (Olga Moretti) The Statement of Activity from the Treasurer Olga 
Moretti was forwarded to Board members by President Jim Childs prior to the Board 
meeting. A revised Statement of Activity correcting an error in the original Statement 
was sent to Jim by Olga on 09/21/2021. The balance in selected accounts shown below 
as of June 30, 2021 is from the revised Statement.

Jim commented that we spent more than expected on website design and 
implementation but the results were outstanding and worth the expense. The revised 
Statement of Activity shows that our investment returns for FY21 were significantly 
greater than they were in FY20. 
 
1st Vice-President- Performing Arts Programs: (Mary Cronin):  


• For the October dinner event The Swing Trio, Inc., comprised of members 
Dennis Kaye, Bob Brandzel, and Jeff Markgraf, will present a half hour Jazz/Big 
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Bands program. Mary has not received the bio sketches for the performers and 
she needs this information in order to write something for the dinner program. 
Jessie Duffy commented that Jeanne McCafferty has the bio sketches and 
Jessie will ask Jeanne to forward it to Mary. 


• The performers for the December dinner event have not yet been finalized. Mary 
is waiting to hear back from the Ensemble Manager for the group. 


• For the February dinner event the Pasadena Conservatory student who receives 
the Roman Borek Award will perform a five- to six-minute composition. Mary has 
also contacted the La Canada High School Orchestra Director about a possible 
brass performance in Roman Borek’s honor. If that does not work out, a 
woodwind program performed by Pasadena Conservatory teachers and students 
may be scheduled. 


• Occidental College Professor, Dr. Junko Garrett, pianist, and her husband, David 
Garrett, cellist, will present Cesar Franck’s “Sonata for Cello and Piano” for the 
2022 Season Finale at the June dinner event.       


 
 
2nd Vice-President- Visual Arts Exhibits: (Jo Butcher) Jessie Duffy presented the Visual 
Arts Exhibits report for Jo Butcher. Karen Chutsky Naud will exhibit some of her work at 
the October virtual dinner event. Jessie and Jeanne McCafferty are working with Karen 
to prepare a short bio sketch and description of her work for the Program.  
 
 
3rd Vice-President- Membership (Jo Barbera):  Jo Barbera was unable to attend the 
meeting but Jim Childs reported that 11 members from last year have not renewed their 
membership. However, Lorelli Embry commented that one on the list was a new 
member late in the last fiscal year (Mary Steinberg) so her dues were paid, and John 
Simons resigned. Sheri Morton said she read in obituaries that Earle Olson had died. 
That brought the number down to 8. Lorelli said she and Jo had called others on the list 
except Eric Lindquist who is unreachable. A second set of renewal notices were sent to 
four on the list.

Nominating: (Robert Farley) The Nominating Committee is beginning to consider 
Director, Officer, and Committee Chair assignments for FY23. The committee asks that 
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everyone currently in one of these positions notify Robert Farley or Lorelli Embry about 
whether they would like to continue in the position for another year, would prefer to 
serve on the Board in a different capacity, or will resign their position after June 30, 
2022.

Roster: (Lorelli Embry) Lorelli will do a Roster Update, as previously agreed, since we 
did not have live dinner meetings this past year. It will hopefully only require 4 pages, 
printed both sides, and will include — Corrected website for members only, In 
Memoriam, Dinner Meeting Dates and Times, Awards Dinner Info and Chairs, the 
current list of Officers, Directors, and Committee Chairs. — as well as Roster address 
corrections. It depends on how many corrections so may go to 5 or 6 pages. She will 
meet with Olga to get the Contact Information Forms. 
 
Lorelli again asked about whether to include names of former members who have not 
renewed their membership.

Visual Arts Award: (Paige Peter) Paige was unable to attend and no report was given. 
 
Website/Facebook/Social Media: (Patricia Vick) Trish commented that the website looks 
great but that the password for the Members Only section is not correctly listed in the 
roster. Jessie commented that a correction had been sent out and she would send it to 
Trish. The website needs to be updated to indicate that the October dinner event will not 
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be held at the Athenaeum as currently shown. Trish also said that the FACOP 
Facebook page also looks nice but has not had an entry since 2018. Robert Farley 
presented a brief history of the FACOP Facebook page and recommended that Trish 
contact Paige Peter and Susanne Belcher who frequently mention the FACOP in their 
personal websites. 
 
 
OLD BUSINESS 
 
Final report on the Roman Borek Memorial Fund: Nancy Stone summarized the work of 
the FACOP Committee that coordinated the effort to honor Roman, raising about 
$35,000 as of June 30, 2021. In addition to Nancy, the committee members were 
Lourinda Bray, Jim Childs, Elizabeth Samson, Jo Barbera, and Lorelli Embry. In this first 
year the Award winner will receive about $1,400 from the Fund. A Memorandum of 
Understanding was drafted by the FACOP Committee and Stephen McCurry of the 
Pasadena Conservatory, and Nancy summarized that memorandum for the Board. The 
Pasadena Conservatory of Music will select the recipient in September of each year and 
the recipient will be invited to perform at the February dinner event. The amount of the 
Award will be determined by the earnings of the invested principal of the Fund, with the 
goal of giving about $1,400 each year. The full Memorandum of Understanding is 
available from Nancy if anyone would like to see it. Jim Childs suggested that an 
invitation to attend the inaugural Award ceremony be sent to Roman’s relatives in 
Pennsylvania. Olga Moretti suggested that invitations be sent to everyone who donated 
to the Fund. Lorelli Embry suggested that we also have a large, framed photo of Roman 
for the Award ceremony.  
 
NEW BUSINESS 
 
Jim Childs asked about how we invite Honorary Members into the FACOP. Lorelli 
reported on the criteria for Honorary Membership that are written in the Bylaws. For 
members of the FACOP who have given long-term service, Honorary Membership is not 
an option unless they are distinguished in the Fine Arts. Robert Farley commented 
about the FACOP Hall of Fame that was initiated several years ago but has not been 
used recently. Robert summarized what was done for Robert Barbera and John Walz in 
the initial Hall of Fame inductions and indicated that we can do whatever we want with 
this since it is not restricted by the Bylaws. Jim Childs recommended that we table this 
subject for further discussion. 
 
Mary Cronin asked about the artists whom she recommended for Honorary 
Membership. Jim Childs and Lorelli Embry suggested that they be proposed as regular 
members. Mary thought that this might work and if they were not engaged for 
performances elsewhere they might attend dinners since they live locally. Jim Childs 
asked Mary Cronin to invite them to the December dinner and said that the FACOP 
would cover the cost of their dinners.

Minutes: A motion to approve the minutes of the September 21 Board meeting was 
made by Nancy Stone. Lorelli Embry seconded the motion, which was accepted 
unanimously.  
 
President’s Report: Jim Childs commented on how good our membership renewals 
have been this year (see Treasurer’s Report below). He thanked everyone who made 
the virtual events and the website so enjoyable and of consistently high quality. Jim also 
commented on the fun he had listening to the music of the big band era performed at 
the October event and the chalk artworks exhibited then. 
 
OFFICER’S REPORTS: (Officer) 
 
Treasurer’s Report: (Olga Moretti) The Statement of Activity and Statement of Financial 
Position summary sheets were provided to the Board at the meeting. The Total Assets 
as of October 31, 2021 were $572,422.41. On October 31, 2020 Total Assets were

For the period July 1 through October 31, 2021 Net Revenue was $17,537.96. For the 
same period in 2020 Net Revenue was $19,162.81.  
 
1st Vice-President- Performing Arts Programs: (Mary Cronin):  


• A brass ensemble will perform at the December dinner event at the Athenaeum.

by Mr. Svend Lykkegaard. It was suggested by Mary that since there is no visual 
arts exhibit in December, the compensation for the performing arts group could 
be $1,200 rather than the usual $600. Olga Moretti moved that this suggestion be 
approved, and Nancy Stone seconded the motion. The motion passed 
unanimously. 


• For the February dinner event the Pasadena Conservatory student who receives 
the Roman Borek Award will perform a five- to six-minute composition. This 
performance will occur before the meal is served. After the meal a brass 
ensemble from the La Canada High School Orchestra will present a 35-minute 
brass performance in Roman Borek’s honor.  


• Occidental College Professor, Dr. Junko Garrett, pianist, and her husband, David 
Garrett, cellist, will present Cesar Franck’s “Sonata for Piano and Cello” for the 
2022 Season Finale at the June dinner event.       


 
 
2nd Vice-President- Visual Arts Exhibits: (Jo Butcher) Jo talked about an article in the 
Altadena Neighborhood magazine that highlighted several performing artists who live in 
Altadena. There are several free recitals and concerts in the Altadena area that are 
given by these artists. Jo gave a copy of the magazine to Mary Cronin so that Mary 
could consider the artists as potential performers at future dinner events. Jo asked 
about complimentary dinners for artists who performed for our virtual performances 
during the quarantine. Since there were no in-person dinners held in the past year Jo 
proposed inviting each of these artists and a guest for a dinner that would be paid for by 
the FACOP. Each artist would show examples of his or her work. Jim Childs suggested 
using the June meeting for this and Board members agreed that this was a good 
suggestion.  
 
Jo has the possibility to get a well-known Japanese artist to exhibit at the February 
meeting but she asked whether going forward are we able to guarantee indoor 
exhibition space for visual artists. Nancy Stone mentioned that the Athenaeum and 
Caltech currently require that any sort of reception be held outdoors. A reception is 
defined as an event in which drinks but no food are served. Jo said that an outdoor 
exhibition space would not work for these visual artists because the artwork is not 
designed to withstand outdoor conditions. Because of this limitation there will be no 
visual arts exhibits for the foreseeable future unless Caltech were to allow the indoor 
exhibition if no beverage or food were served. Nancy Stone will follow up with Caltech 
about this. A motion was made by Jo Butcher and was seconded by Lorelli Embry to 
attempt to get the artist for February for an indoor exhibition but no beverage would be 
served. The motion passed unanimously. 
 
3rd Vice-President- Membership (Jo Barbera):  Jo was not present and no report was 
given. 
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4th Vice-President- Arrangements: (Nancy Stone) Nancy said that Caltech requires 
proof of vaccination for entry into the Athenaeum. The December dinner will be held in 
the lounge where the visual arts exhibits have been held. The Hall of Associates and 
the Main Dining Room where the FACOP has previously held its dinners have been 
reserved for Caltech member groups. The reception will be held on the East Patio and 
anyone who wants to bring a drink indoors from the patio must sit at their table. Nancy 
estimates that the lounge can comfortably accommodate 60-70 people. Jo Butcher 
asked about the table size. This information is needed in order to prepare the seating 
chart with Sofia MacIsaac. The base price for each dinner is $59 for the FACOP, but 
there are additional charges for the rooms, the microphone, space heaters for the patio, 
and valet. Nancy said that the actual cost to us is closer to $90. After discussion Jim 
Childs recommended that the cost of the dinner to members be set at $95, and that we 
keep this cost for the dinners going forward. Nancy also mentioned that we would also 
honor Kevin, the former chef at the Athenaeum, and his guest. Jim Childs was asked to 
say a few words of appreciation.
